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Culture, Meaning, and Truth
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What is said and what is implicated has been accepted as an important distinction in
philosophy and linguistics especially since P. Grice. But is this distinction constant
across all cultures and languages? In this presentation, after introducing cross-
cultural study of Gettier cases and the empirical result of the Knobe effect, which
triggered the rise of experimental philosophy in 21st century, | will show my recent
studies. According to them, the moral-political factor affects even the semantic
content for Japanese, and as a result there will be a large gap between English
speakers and Japanese speakers about the intentionality judgement (Knobe effect)
and even the judgment on truth.
