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The term “global” has been used so often these days that it seems to have become just another
hackneyed word. As for its definition, however, we have not seen any common definition yet. On the
other hand, we have shared a common understanding that we are entering a NEW era. In other
words, in many aspects of our life we have started feeling that the nation-based international society
is being replaced with the globe-based global society.

In order to prepare appropriate human resources who will be able to cope with the new era,
education must develop as “global” education with an accurate understanding of what the new era
requires and without being trapped by the existent concepts and systems.

This seminar, based on his research about global education which was initiated in the late 1970’s
at the Center for the Study of Global Issues at the University of Georgia, will present clear-cut
differences between “international education” and “global education” and share with the audience
what new concepts and systems are necessary for the new education by paying close attention to
important roles of science and technology.
