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(In case of any discrepancy or conflict between the Japanese version and this English translation, the Japanese version shall be controlling.)

Guidelines of the JAIST Student Temporary Loan [Translation]

1. Purpose
To support students of JAIST who falls into a difficult economic condition temporarily, due to illness, natural calamity and
other reasons, and are not able to maintain the standards of academic performance and living. JAIST lends this interest-free
loan to support the necessary cost of study and living.
2. Eligibility
Those who meet all the following conditions are eligible for application, or those who are admitted to be eligible by President
of JAIST.
1) Those who are degree-seeking students of JAIST
2) Dean of the School and a supervisor approve that the applicant’s use of the loan is appropriate and he/she has a strong
will to repay.
3) Those who do not have a debt of this loan. However JAIST may allow you refinance.
3. Loan Ceiling
200,000 JPY  (If the use of the loan is to pay the tuition fee to JAIST, the student concerned can apply for up to the equal

amount to the tuition.)
4. Application Procedure

1) Consult with the Student Affairs Department in advance and submit the designated application form along with other
necessary documents.

2) When your application is admitted, submit the designated pledge and other documents required by JAIST immediately.

5. Conditions of Repayment

1) This is an interest-free loan, and the repayment will be made monthly in fixed installment (The fraction less than 1,000
JPY will be adjusted in the first installment). The student (debtor) will pay in cash at the Accounting Department in person
by the 20" day of every month (If it falls on Saturday, Sunday or a holiday, the student will have to pay by the next working
day immediately).

2) The student shall pay off the loan one month prior to the last day of the minimum period to complete his/her current
program (master’s or doctoral) at the latest.

3) Once the student submits the pledge (4-2) to JAIST, he/she will not be allowed to change the initial amount of the monthly
installments. However JAIST receives early payments.

4) JAIST will take necessary measures immediately once a monthly payment is overdue.

5) The student shall make a lump-sum payment on the rest of the loan by the 20% day of one month prior to the
implementation day in case that he/she completes the current program earlier than the date on the pledge, or that he/she is
expelled from JAIST. (If it falls on Saturday, Sunday or a holiday, the student will have to pay by the next working day).

6. Others

1) The amount of the loan is determined by JAIST on the basis of the repayment capacity of the applicant.

2) The result of your application will be announced within approximately two weeks after your documents submitted.

3) The students will have to pay off the debt at once if JAIST acknowledges that their purpose and objective of the loan is
inappropriate after they take out the loan.

4) A supervisor of a newly-arrived international student can submit a preliminary loan application to JAIST so that the
international student may take out the loan as soon as the student arrives. The supervisor shall explain about this loan with
the detailed information to the student and consider the student’s repayment capacity in advance. After the student’s arrival
to JAIST, the student will have to apply for the loan officially.
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
