In October 2000 JAIST has celebrated its 10th Anniversary since the foundation in 1990, JAIST is F
still a young university compared to other already established universities of the world. Not only it
is young but also it is the most ambitious university.

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JAIST has celebrated its 10™ Anniversary of the foundation in October
2000. In commemoration of the anniversary, a series of the events such as
the ceremony, lecture, concert and celebration were held on October 6,
2000 followed by commemorative symposium on October 7. A tree of
magnolia was planted beside the Administration Bureau Building in
commemoration of the anniversary. The tree-planting was realized by the
donation from JAIST faculty and students and carried out by Professor
George Leightmann of the University of California, Berkley, President
Shimemura, Vice President Yoshihara and representatives of the faculty
and students, Approximately 230 people inside and outside JAIST
including former members of JAIST or the members of Monbusho and
partner universities participated in the commemorative ceremony at
) Kanazawa Intemnational Hotel, President Shimemura, looking back on the
Commemorative Ceremony  fit & it past ten years, expressed his gratitude to the people concemed and declared
in his address that JAIST shall systematically educate those who will lead in
the area of science and technology in the next generation and contribule to the development of civilization as a world class hig
educational institution.
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In the commemorative lecture, Dr. Akito Arima, former Minister of Education, who is now a Member of the House of Councilors and
an atomic physicist, introduced the characteristics of Japanese universities. He emphasized that the public expenses for higher
education should be increased in order to improve education in Japan and one third of the students in Japanese universities should
be non-Japanese nationality people in order to promote globalization in his lecture titled What is expected of Education and
Research on Science and Technology .
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At the commemorative celebration following the commemorative concert, Kagamibiraki (a traditional ceremony of opening barrel

heads with mallets) was carried out by Permanent Vice-minister Motoyuki Ono, Mr. Teiichi Sato, Director of JSPS, Presidents of

partner universities and Dr. Tominaga Keii, former President of JAIST. After Honorary Professor Taizo lijima proposed a toast, all the
iicipants celebrated the 10" anniversary in the friendly atmosphere.
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On October 7, the commemorative symposium titled Role of a Research University in the
Early Twenty Hundreds was held and 11 lecturers, including presidents of partner
universities, gave lectures, More than 50 people consisted of the presidents, vice presidents,
researchers outside JAIST and JAIST faculty participated in the symposium. As a series of
the commemorative events, a three-day international symposium fitled Knowledge Science
and Systems Science: Challenges to Complexity had been held on September 25 —27. The
lectures and panel discussions were focused on (1) Western and Eastemn Systems
Methodologies, (2) Complex Systems Analysis and Applications, and (3) System Science and
Knowledge Science. 38 professors including 24 scientists from overseas such as Professor S,

W. Chen of National Natural Science Foundation of China, and Professor A. P. Wierzbicki,
Director of the National Institute of Telecomunications, Poland, participated in the
symposium
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Another commemorative lecture by Professor Po-Lung Yu, Business School of the
University of Kansas, was held in the Hotel Nikko Kanazawa on September 28. Professor
Yu lectured that human being has a brain , an excellent super computer, which is
Winning Strategies: Theory of Habitual Domain .

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International Special Course
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International Special Course for international students was established in October 2000. This course was founded for the doctoral
program students of the three Schools in JAIST to attract excellent overseas students and educate the researchers with global views
and high professional abilities according to our basic policy of promoting internationalization of education and research. All lectures
and guidance will be conducted in English throughout the 3 years of the doctoral program. As a result of application mainly from the
partner universities, one Chinese student was admitted to the School of Knowledge Science, one Vietnamese student the School of
Information Science, two Vietnamese, a Chinese and a Korean the School of Materials Science as Monbusho scholarship students,
JAIST will expand this course in the future by accepting three privately financed students per year.
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Facility Development
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Fhied Stiee of Constevaction ol Sehool of Knowledee Sefence Cumpleted

JAIST has been developing the buildings of the School of Knowledge Science since its establishment in 1996 and has completed the
third stage of the construction in December 2000. It means that all buildings of the School of Knowledge Science have been
completed. The facilities had been constructed since 1990 and the third building was the last one. The building is ferroconcrete, seven-
storied, 711 square meters as building area, 4,989 square meters as the total floor space. The building will be used for offices,
laboratories, experiment rooms, seminar rooms and collaboration rooms,
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The eighth building of JAIST dormitory with 85 rooms has been completed in December, JAIST had been developing the dormitories
since its establishment in 1990 according to annual plans. JAIST has 566 rooms in total with this completion and it means the
dormitories can accommodate 57 percent of the total number of the students and 100 rooms among them are for international students.
The eighth building is ferroconcrete, five-storied and 438 square meters as building area and 1,799 square meters as the total floor
space.

(3) A person less than 46 years old, who returned to his/her home country more than 5 years ago.

Period: within 90 days

Supported expenses: A round-trip air ticket living expenses, domestic travel expenses for research, ete.

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New Admission System: Inferactive Admission over Interned
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JAIST will start up a new admission system, Interactive Admission over Internet (1AI), in April 2001 for those who would like to
apply for doctoral programs. Applicants can take the online entrance examination without moving from their home countries and
receive the result before coming to Japan with this epoch-making system.

Applicants file their applications directly on the Web, They can also obtain concrete information on research and education at JAIST
by contacting JAIST faculty members freely on the internet during the preparation period for the examination. The examination and
questions and answers on their master s theses are also conducted on the web site. The theses must be submitted to JAIST by mail
prior to the examination.
